A CHADDERTON school workerôs master plan for getting communities to-

gether to have fun is now being circulated throughout the country.  Nicola 

Melvin organised a fun day on the Crossley estate when local people com-

plained that there were no youth or community facilities.  And it was so success-

ful that it is being used as best practice guidance in a tool kit for community 

cohesion being sent to all secondary schools in England. It is being distributed 

by the Governmentôs Specialist Schools and   Academies Trust.  But Nicola is 

not resting on her laurels and has also organised a £3,600 scheme to take a high-

tech mobile jobs service on to the deprived estate every week for the next 12 

weeks.   

Nicola is the community support worker at The Radclyffe School, and many of 

the pupils live in the Crossley estate, which is soon to have a multi-million refur-

bishment. She organised the estate fun day in May, and explained: ñLocal peo-

ple asked for it  because there was no youth  development, no youth services or any community action. ñWe have a lot of students  

from Crossley and work in partnership with their parents.  The aim was to get everyone together and kick start community spirit.  The 

fun day led to the creation of the óCrossley Mattersô group, which includes a cross section of local agencies including PCSOs, council-

lors, the local MP, her school and the Area Action Team.  

Funding Nicola also persuaded the Chadderton Central Extended schoolsô cluster, including The Radclyffe and a number of Primaries, 

to fund the Highways to Opportunity (H20) bus to visit the estate once a week for 12 weeks at £300 a visit. The bus, provided by  Old-

hamôs Positive Steps service will advertise all jobs and any  businesses on a recruitment drive, hold a job  shop for help with  CVs, 

further education, and training and have an outreach worker  on board.  Chadderton Central Ward Councillor Eileen Hulme said ñIt is 

fantastic that Oldham is being held up as a best practice standard. Nicola does an incredible amount of work and puts her heart and 

soul into the job.ò
